Marina

River Rowing Association 
The RRA is promoting a plan to include a boathouse in the new bridge so plans for construction at the marina have stopped. 

Other proposals for the park and marina

A wooden boat museum group is interested in discussing the possibility of locating in the marina.  The Parks Commission is skeptical about the feasibility of combining this kind of operation with other marina operations. There was no next step proposed for this discussion.
Someone from the US Tennis Association contacted Jim about installing a multi use court at the park.  Bert mentioned that during the planning process for the concept plan it was agreed that another location for the courts would be sought. (This will likely be in South Nyack.)

Garden Club of Nyack - Members requested and were granted permission to plant a tree in honor of the 100th anniversary of the club. Bert will suggest doing it on the week after Earth Day when the Earth Day event is held in Nyack. 

The Tappan Zee Preservation Coalition requested and was granted permission to install a plaque, at a location in the park to be determined, to commemorate the establishment of the Hudson River Scenic District.  
Tan Wax No progress.
Protocol Followup   Mayor White has expressed interest in establishing a protocol for the parks commission. Bert will be discussing it with her. 
Children’s Park  Carolyn is looking into options for the sandbox.
Veterans Memorial Park

Jim reported that Veteran’s Park is no longer officially a park (?) because it would take ten years to get approval to remove it if/when the superblock is developed.  The recommendation of the Parks Commission regarding a smoking ban was to seek the opinion of veterans and avoid making them feel that the park is not for them, especially since smoking occurs all along the nearby part of Main Street.
