RESOLUTION OF THE NYACK VILLAGE BOARD TO DETERMINE THE LWRP CONSISTENCY FOR THE NYACK PAVION APPLICATION        
                            (60 Cedar Hill Avenue, 66.45-1-36, 35, 34; 66.45-1-54) 

WHEREAS, on January 5, 2015, the Village of Nyack Planning Board declared itself Lead Agency for the purpose of a review of the Environmental significance of a proposed redevelopment project known as the Pavion project (the “Project”);  and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board noted Project is an Unlisted action under SEQRA,  utilizing several parcels of land totaling approximately 4 acres, with two new three (3) story residential buildings proposed to house approximately 135 residential units, roughly 9,400 sf of retail/commercial space, including an 800 sf Café (together with associated parking, a pool, and a clubhouse for residents); and 

WHEREAS, the Planning Board made a Negative Declaration under SEQRA after analyzing potential environmental impact of the Project at its March 2, 2105 meeting, and; and 

WHEREAS, Village Code Chapter 342-5 (c), the Nyack Waterfront Consistency Review process, vests jurisdiction in the Village Board of Trustees to determine consistency with the Village’s LWRP on Unlisted actions covering three or more acres; and

WHEREAS, the Village Planner has provided the Village Board with a Memorandum describing the Pavion Project and outlining the LWRP Consistency Review process, and

WHEREAS, the Village Board of Trustees has considered the scope of the Project, and Village Planner’s Memorandum and Consistency Review analysis (together with the documents referenced therein) in the context of evaluating the LWRP policy standards and conditions to make a Consistency Determination. 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, upon a review of the Nyack Pavion Project's submitted Coastal Assessment Form (CAF), the long form complete Environmental Assessment Form (EAF), and the Village’s LWRP policies and the Village Planner's commentary in a memorandum dated June 18, 2015; the Village Board hereby determines, pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 342 of the Code of the Village of Nyack,  that the Nyack Pavion Application is consistent, to the  maximum extent  practicable, with the policies of the LWRP  and that the application will not substantially hinder  the achievement of any of the policies set forth in the LWRP.
