Adoption of Minutes –   Regular meeting of February 11th, 2016
Minutes were approved as presented with the necessary corrections with a motion from Trustee Parker, seconded by Trustee Foster.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Public Hearing(s):
 At 8pm, Trustee Lorenzini moved, Trustee Parker seconded motion to open the public hearing.  Motion passed by unanimous vote. Mayor Laird-White gave a brief statement regarding the proposed amendment:

- To amend Chapter 360/Section 2.5 of the Code of the Village of Nyack, entitled 

           “Zoning”, as it pertains to the WF Zoning District. 
The Village Attorney summarized the provisions of the proposed local law, which propose to add a Special Permit process to the existing WF zoning regulations providing design and development incentives to encourage underground parking, public waterfront access, and architectural design guidelines to promote development more in character with existing Village Architecture.  

The Attorney next explained the history of the language that was developed by the Planning Consultants. 

The Village Attorney also reviewed Part 1 of the Environmental Assessment Form prepared by the Village Planner Robert Galvin with the Village Board.  The Village Board concluded that the text amendment was subject to SEQRA, and that based on their knowledge of the WF zoning district, the EAF Part 1 (and the Coastal Assessment Form, Planning Board’s recommendation, and Rockland County Planning’s recommendation), that the modification of the existing WF zoning regulations was not in and of itself a “construction project”, but that the text amendment might “induce secondary development impacts” (most specifically a project contemplated by the “TZ Vista” developers).  The Village Attorney explained the EAF Part 2 to the Board in the context of the text amendment, and the Attorney explained that the potential to induce future development is a factor to be considered under the EAF Part 2, question 17(g).  The Board agreed, however, the Board concluded any future development utilizing the Special Permit process proposed to be added to the WF regulations would require a site/project specific SEQRA review, and that therefore the required environmental review of any future project would serve to mitigate the environmental impact of the text amendment itself.  

Also, the Board noted that the text amendment did not change the existing WF zoning regulations, such that any potential development could still proceed under the current WF regulations; and that the whole purpose of proposing a Special Permit process is to require a potential development to have underground parking, expanded public access, and more defined architectural features – all designed to lessen potential impacts of the project.

RESOLUTION OF THE NYACK VILLAGE BOARD

To institute a Permit Process and Contract for the Rental of Dumpsters
