RESOLUTION OF THE NYACK VILLAGE BOARD

AUTHORIZING AN APPLICATION FOR A HUDSON RIVER ESTUARY GRANT

Whereas, Memorial Park is an incomparable scenic and recreational resource, providing the only public access to the Hudson River from Piermont to the south to Upper Nyack to the north, and the park has played a key role in the revitalization of the Village of Nyack; 

Whereas, since the development of the Village of Nyack’s Local Waterfront Revitalization Program, approved in 1992, the Village has focused its efforts on opening the Hudson River to the public and enhancing existing access and scenic viewpoints;
Whereas, the Village of Nyack has long determined that expanding Memorial Park to include the Village of Nyack Marina and Boat Launch to the north of the park by building a bridge over the inlet which separates the park from the Marina area would greatly enhance the park, allow for the development of a river walk the entire length of the Village’s shoreline, and allow paved parking areas to be removed from the park and sited in existing Marina parking lot to enhance green space, and has secured funding from the New NY Bridge Waterfront Revitalization Projects 2015 grant program to construct a bridge over the inlet;

Whereas, the Village of Nyack commissioned a Master Plan in 2011 for Memorial Park, which, like the Village’s LWRP (currently being updated) and Comprehensive Plan of 2002 (revised 2007 and currently being updated), involved the public and key stakeholders in the planning process, and has determined to begin implementation of a major component of the Master Plan to enhance and increase access to the river, connect the entire length of the Village’s shoreline with a walkway and make the shoreline more resilient to storm surge by developing design and engineering plans for the installation of a shoreline esplanade and related landscaping, interpretative signage, get-downs to the river, a small beach area at the southern end of the park and other elements to stabilize and protect the shoreline; 
Whereas, the proposed project to plan improvements to Memorial Park to enhance access to the river and improve access for people of all abilities, provide for the public enjoyment of the river, and increase the public’s knowledge about the estuary meets the eligibility guidelines of the 2016 Hudson River Estuary Grants for River Access and Education. 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE NYACK VILLAGE BOARD AS FOLLOWS:

That Jen Laird-White, as Mayor of the Village of Nyack, is hereby authorized and directed file an application for funds to the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation 2016 Hudson River Estuary Grants for River Access and Education not to exceed $50,000 and upon approval of said request to enter into and execute a project agreement with New York State for such financial assistance to the Village of Nyack for the Memorial Park Esplanade and Related Enhancements Planning Project.  The Village of Nyack will commit at least 15% of matching funds required to implement the project.
