Waterfront Text Amendment Environmental Assessment 
            Form Update
Bob Galvin (Nyack Village Planner), and Simon Kates (BFJ Planning – Village Planning Consultant) each made presentations to the Village Board of Trustees pertaining to the WF Text amendment process and the Environmental review being conducted under SEQRA.
Mr. Galvin presented proposed clarifications/revisions to the proposed legislation, consisting of modifications to the proposed language of the text amendment to reflect comments made at the Public Hearing(s) (and also in response to written comments received in the 10 day period after the last Public Hearing).  A summary of Mr. Galvin’s presentation is attached to the minutes, and was provided to the Village Attorney so that he could incorporate the revisions into the text of the proposed local law. 

Mr. Kates provided the Village Board with a brief synopsis of how his firm was proceeding with the EAF process.  He reported on his firm’s analysis on the study of the incremental environmental impact of several relevant categories if a development were proposed under existing zoning as compared to a development proposed under the language of the text amendment.  Mr. Kates referred to his firm’s analysis as a “Gap” analysis.  A summary of Mr. Kates’s presentation was distributed to the Board of Trustees (and is attached to the minutes), who engaged Mr. Kates with questions regarding the analysis as completed to date.  
Mr. Kates stated that his firm was seeking complete its analysis and include its results in a format appropriate for the Planner to incorporate in the EAF Part 3 (an Expanded EAF narrative and analysis) for the Village Board to consider in reaching a Determination of Significance under SEQRA.  Mr. Kates stated that his firm would report at the next Village Board meeting and continue the discussion with the Village Board to assist in the evaluation of the environmental significance of the “Action” (the proposed text amendment).

WHEREAS,  the Village Board of the Village of Nyack has noticed a Public Hearing with regard to a proposed amendment to the schedule of fees for building permits within the Village of Nyack. 

WHEREAS, a Public Hearing on the adoption of the proposed amendment to the building permit fee schedule was held at a regularly scheduled meetings of the Board of Trustees held on March 24, 2016,

WHEREAS,  at least 10 days prior to the initial Public Hearing notification of same was published in the Rockland County Journal News;

WHEREAS,  the Village Board of Trustees had made and published initial SEQRA review of the proposed amendments and found as follows:

That the proposed Village Code amendment was subject to SEQRA (NYCRR §617.6[a][1][i]) as an “Action”.

That the proposed Village Code amendment did not involve a Federal agency (NYCRR §617.6[a][1][ii]).

That the proposed Village Code amendment did not involve one or more other agencies (NYCRR §617.6[a][1][iii]);  since an “Involved Agency” is defined by NYCRR §617.2[s] as an agency that has jurisdiction by law to fund, approve or directly undertake an action.

That the proposed Zoning Code amendment had a preliminary classification as a “Type II” action under SEQRA under NYCRR 617.5(27), since the change in the building permit fee schedule merely constituted the adoption of a fee calculation regulation by local legislative decision in connection with the issuance of building permits.

That it was the intention of the Village Board of Trustees to establish itself as the Lead Agency for the purpose of review of the proposed action under the provisions of the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA);

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village Board of Trustees hereby establishes itself as the Lead Agency for the purpose of review of the proposed action under the provisions of the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA), and makes the following finding under NYCRR §617.7[c] with respect to the impact of the of the proposed amendment to the Village Code on the environment:

1)
That this action shall not have any significant impact upon the environment as it only elates to calculation of building permit fees.

2) 
That the Nyack Village Board designates the Village Code amendment under consideration a Type II Action under SEQRA which requires no further action under the SEQRA regulations (see NYCRR 617.5(27)).

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Village the Board of Trustees approves the amendments to Village Code section 140-15 as proposed.

This resolution was adopted by a unanimous resolution of the Board of Trustees at the regular meeting of the Board on March 24, 2016.
