Dear Mr. Adler:
This will acknowledge receipt of the LIHC & SHOP program application submitted by Transitional Services for New York, Inc.
Please be advised that the project described in the application is presently not the subject of a land use application in the Village of Nyack; therefore, it is not possible for the Village of Nyack to comment on the merits of the project, or to express support for the project.

Please also note that the size and density of the multi-family residential use described in the application is not currently permitted in the zoning district where the identified property is located.  Therefore, a change in the zoning designation of the premises must be sought from the Village of Nyack Board of Trustees (see application page #35), together with other necessary approvals from the Nyack Planning Board (Site Plan, Subdivision and SEQRA), and the Nyack Architectural Review Board should a zone change be granted.
For emphasis, no petition to the Village Board for a change in the zoning designation of the subject property has been made, nor has any public outreach to the surrounding neighborhoods been made so as to gauge public support for the project.  As such, the Village of Nyack cannot express support for the project.
