	Cardboard – must be flattened and cut into pieces no larger than 3x3 and do not place pieces of cardboard into cardboard boxes.



	TIRES – are not acceptable for recycling or trash pick-up.

	HAZARDOUS WASTE / EWASTE – Must be brought to the Rockland County Hazardous Waste Facility in Pomona, NY. 
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
